ITEM NO. 1/34 - OPENING REMARKS OF THE CHAIRMAN

contributions. The Principal was thankful to the University of Delhi for renominating
two University Representatives on the Governing Body i.e. Prof. N.K.Kaushik and Prof.

Further he informed that he requested the University for
renomination of the members because of their valuable contributions and excellent
performance.
